This summer Deepwood (and several other organizations) were
presented with an amazing gift by an extraordinary couple.
Longtime Salem residents Conrad & Muriel Stieber surprised us
with the creation of an endowment at the Oregon Community
Foundation in the amount of $50,000! An endowment is typically
created for the support of an institution in perpetuity. The donated
funds remain untouched and continue to grow over time so that the
organization eventually receives enough in interest each year to
cover operating expenses. An endowment allows an institution to
focus on collections, acquisitions and programs without the constant
challenge of fundraising just to keep the doors open.

In establishing the endowment, the Stiebers created a challenge for Deepwood: find others
in the community to match or exceed, all or part of their donation. Community members
can contribute to an endowment either during their lives or under the terms of their will

or trust through an attorney. Benefactors receive tax advantages in certain circum-
stances.
