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Georgia Watson’s  Honey & 
Ginger Snap Cookies 

Here’s the recipe: 
 
3/4 cup shortening 
1 cup sugar 
1 egg 
2 1/4 cups flour 
1/2 tsp. cinnamon 
1/4 tsp.  nutmeg 
2 tsp. soda 
1/2 tsp salt 
1/4 cup  honey 
1 cup raisins 
 
Mix all in large mixer bowl until smooth. 
Divide into 6 parts and roll into rolls 12” long.  
Place on ungreased cookie sheet 3 “ apart.  
Bake 350 degrees, 10-12 minutes until brown.  
Let cool 5 minutes and cut into diagonal strips. 
 
For Ginger Snaps:  replace honey with  
molasses.  Cut flour  to 2 cups, omit nutmeg, 
add 1/4 tsp. cloves and 1/4 tsp. ginger.

Letter from the Editor 
 
I hope that you and your families had a healthy holiday season and feel hopeful for the coming year.  I 
expect that in this coming year we may ask a number of questions of ourselves.  What are the things we 
must include in our lives and what can we do without?
