Spring Exhibit:  A June Bride  
 

Wedding ensembles for Ms. Pearl Stafford and Dr. Harry Spence are featured in the Childrenõs 
Room on the second floor.    Pearl Stafford was the daughter of Oregon pioneers and grew up in 
Springfield, Oregon.  She must have had an independent spirit, as she travelled by train to 
Mexico City in 1906.  Portions of a letter dated April 12, 1906, written to her family during that 
train trip, are also displayed.   While visiting in Mexico, Ms. Stafford was introduced to Dr. 
Harry Spence, whom she later married on June 26 th  1907.  After fleeing Mexico and a short 
stint in Texas, the couple moved to Oregon.   The wedding ensembles on display were sewn in 
Mexico and donated to Deepwood by Salem resident Sheila Brewington and her sister Mrs. 
Glicksman of New York.  The exhibit will be displayed through  the summer.
